In this major, students will explore, analyse and deconstruct their 
own disciplinary and lived perspectives as well as explore, reflect and understand the impacts and outcomes of colonisation for 
Indigenous Australian individuals, families and communities in South East Australia. Topics to be explored include history, human 
rights, traditional owners, sovereignty, governance and societal structures, coloniality and systems of power and community ethics. In 
addition, students will undertake a major graduating research, creative, or community-based project that allows them to build a 
professional portfolio and make a contribution to this field of study.
